City People’s Parade, Summer of Peace, Dia de los Muertos, Harvest Day and at least 10 other community events.

Healthy Choices: interactive theateworks dealing with HIV/AIDS, ATODA and violence prevention for over 2,000
children and youth in Milwaukee schools.

From the Start, Consider the Finish: continuation of a State-wide tour of an original musical about the hospice
movement and end-of-life care, based on The End of Life Advisor by Susan R. Dolan, in collaboration with northern
Wisconsin's Voices Theater and area hospitals and health agencies.

Where There’s a Will... (provisional title): an original musical theatrework that brings to life the amazing
achievements of Will Allen, founder of Growing Power, who has stimulated the development of urban gardens in
Milwaukee and throughout the country.

Arts residencies and workshops: hands-on workshops or artist residencies in Theatre, Dance, Music, Circus, Visual
Arts and Crafts for people of all ages/cultures/abilities, in collaboration with area schools and CBOs.

StoryBridge: A core group of elder storytellers and professional artists working with young children to increase
communication, and literacy skills.

Rainbow Cirqus: A circus arts workshop/residency promoting youth confidence, self esteem, and teamwork while
teaching fitness, motor skills and healthy food choices.

Tap the Potential: Art exhibits and performances by visual and performing artists with disabilities, creating
awareness and challenging stereotypes. Presented in collaboration with Goodwill Industries of Southeast
Wisconsin, VSA Wisconsin and the Milwaukee County Commissions for Persons With Disabilities.

MPT Grand Venue Artivity Place: The Shops at Grand Avenue has invited arts and creativity organizations to rent
