Hundreds of people will be marching, dancing and singing, wearing 
masks, carrying puppets and pushing and pulling floats down Wisconsin 
Avenue (approximately 1.4 miles).   There will be all sorts of characters made 
by dozens of youth groups from various parts of the city as well as volunteers 
at our public workshops. Many of the fun opportunities include pretending to 
be villains, "potential victims", or heroes, as well as making and carrying signs 
to make your voice heard regarding your personal hopes and fears and your 
commitment to “Community.” Fun will be had by all! 
 
Parade participants: Please join us for instructions and a short rehearsal on 
Monday, 9-10 AM on the south side of Zeidler Union Square Park, between 3rd 
and 4th along Everett St. just outside the Wisconsin Energies building.  There 
you can check in with stage manager Azeeza Islam, (414)-349-5219.  The All-
City People’s Parade elements will slide into the final sequence of the 
Laborfest  parade, starting promptly at 11 a.m and will proceed down 
Wisconsin Avenue to the Summerfest grounds. IF IT’S RAINING AT 9 AM WE 
WILL MEET AT SUMMERFEST AND JUST DO THE PARADE IN FRONT OF 
THE MILLER STAGE.  
 
The Parade will re-form behind the Miller Stage at Summerfest and perform a 
show in front of the stage for the thousands of participants enjoying Laborfest, 
which is always free to the public. Please join us!

The parade begins at 11 AM, and will proceed down Wisconsin Avenue to the Summerfest 
grounds. A short pageant/review of the parade will take place in front of the Miller Stage immediately on arrival.  IF IT’S 
RAINING AT 9 AM WE WILL MEET AT SUMMERFEST AND JUST DO AN ABREVIATED VERSION. WE NEED PEOPLE OF 
ALL AGES/ABILITIES WHO CAN WEAR MASKS AND/OR CARRY/PUSH FLOATS!!  ALL ARE WELCOME!! 
 
What to Wear/Bring?  
Please wear a plain white t-shirt or other tank top/blouse OR whatever costume/color that your group has planned with the 
artist coordinating the section of the parade you are in.

Parking? You can drop off your group at Zeidler Park, Everett St.  Free parking for parade participants is available at 
Summerfest, Lot G, H or M on Polk and Harbor Drive.
